More than 200 types of cells are found in human bodies.
Human cells have varying sizes and densities. Most cells
in humans are so small that they can only be seen under a
microscope. Cells are in a continuous state of change and
replication. Different types of cells divide and multiply at
different speeds. These factors make it diffiult for scientists
to know the number of cells in one person. However, recent
estimates put the number at a whopping 36 trilion cels for
an adult male.

Al this change and replication can be a good thing
when it comes to healing. In normal functioning, cells are
constantly renewing the human body toward health and
wellness.

How Cells Come Together

In human bodies, various combinations of cells join to
form tissues. Some examples of tissues are blood, muscles,
fat, and bones. Organs, such as the iver and heart, are
made up of several kinds of tissues. Each organ performs
a specific function. For example, the lungs take in oxygen
and release carbon dioxide. Together, organs and tissues
make up bodily systems. These systems complete more
complex tasks, such as digesting food or controlling bodily
movements. Systems keep human bodies stable and healthy,
all while supporting the tasks of daily life. Understanding
these systems allows us to learn what happens in the body in
a healthy state.
